HISTORICAL DEVELOPMENT OF ENGLISH COMMON LAW

English common law emerged from the changing and centralizing powers of the king during the
Middlenglish common law emerged from the changing and Ages. After the Norman Conquest in
1066, medieval kings began to consolidate power and establish new institutions of royal
authority and justice. New forms of legal action established by the crown functioned through a
system of writs, or royal orders, each of which provided a specified remedy for a specified
wrong.

The system of writs became so highly formalized that the laws the courts could apply based on
this system often were too rigid to adequately achieve justice. In these cases, a further appeal to
justice would have to be made directly to the king. This difficulty gave birth to a new kind of
court, the court of equity, also known as the court of Chancery because it was the court of the
king’s chancellor. Courts of equity were authorized to apply principles of equity based on many
sources (such as Roman law and natural law) rather than to apply only the common law, to
achieve a just outcome.

Courts of law and courts of equity thus functioned separately until the writs system was
abolished in the mid-nineteenth century. Even today, however, some U.S. states maintain
separate courts of equity.

Likewise, certain kinds of writs, such as warrants and subpoenas, still exist in the modern
practice of common law. An example is the writ ofhabeas corpus, which protects the individual
from unlawful detention. Originally an order from the king obtained by a prisoner or on his
behalf, a writ of habeas corpus summoned the prisoner to court to determine whether he was
being detained under lawful authority. Habeas corpus developed during the same period that
produced the 1215 Magna Carta, or Great Charter, which declared certain individual liberties,
one of the most famous being that a freeman could not be imprisoned or punished without the
judgment of his peers under the law of the land—thus establishing the right to a jury trial.

RIGHT OF OWNERSHIP

Right of ownership and other proprietary rights The exercise by the owner of his powers must
not violate the rights and legally protected interests of any other persons and the state. The
violation of the rights and legitimate interests may be expressed, aside from any other forms, in
the abuse by the owner of his monopoly or any other dominant position. The owner must adopt
measures which prevent harm to the health of citizens and to the environment, which may be
inflicted in the exercise of his rights. Right of ownership is indefinite. Right of ownership can be
terminated only on the grounds set forth in the RK Civil Code. In cases, on the terms and
conditions and within the limits set out in the legislative acts the owner shall allow other persons
to use his property.

Right of ownership and other proprietary rights Risk of accidental loss or damage of transferred
property shall be also transferred to the acquirer from the moment when his right of ownership
arises with respect to acquired property unless otherwise is provided for in by laws or an



agreement. Where the alienator guiltily delayed the transfer of property or the acquirer guiltily
delayed its acceptance, the risk of occasional destruction or occasional damage shall be borne by
the party which caused the delay. Private property shall be a property of individuals or non-state
legal entities and their associations. State property shall be a republican or municipal property.
Republican property consists of state treasury and property fixed at the balance of state
republican legal entities in accordance with legislative acts.

WHAT IS CIVIL LAW?

Civil law is the law system or law body of any of the specific state or country which deals with
the disputes between individuals, public and in between organizations. It is a non-criminal
common law system that more precisely focuses on resolving the disputes and issues between
two parties. Civil law is also known as civilian law and Roman law in many of the countries of
Europe. This law was initially first originated from the Europe. In the early ages of Roman
Empire and Greek time, a kind of civil law was setup, which main focus was to make peace
between the people of the state and make them unite. Civil law was referred as the common law
of the state at first and later on was contrasted with the decisional law and then judgmental law
which involves the jury and judges. Later on, this civil law named as common law spread all
around the world from the Europe and is now among the basic law portion of world top famous
law bodies and legal systems like Halakha, canon law, common law and Islamic law. In other
words, we can say that civil law deals with the private relations, disputes and issues of public and
common people living together as a community in a state or country. Civil law does not deal
with any religious issue, military issues, criminal issues and various other specified ones. It is a
general law that is responsible for keeping positive and peaceful environment among the people.

A concept of the legal state in Russian Federation
The Russian legal system, born out of transformations in the 19th century under the reforms
of Emperor Alexander I, is based primarily upon the German legal tradition. It was from here that
Russia borrowed a doctrine of Rechtsstaat, which literally translates as legal state. The concept of
“legal state” is a fundamental (but undefined) principle that appears in the very first dispositive

provision of Russia’s post-Communist constitution: "The Russian Federation — Russia — constitutes a
democratic federative legal state with a republican form of governance." Similarly, the very first
dispositive provision of Ukraine’s Constitution declares: "Ukraine is a sovereign and independent,
democratic, social, legal state." The effort to give meaning to the expression "legal state" is anything
but theoretical.

Valery Zorkin, President of the Constitutional Court of Russia, wrote in 2003:

Becoming a legal state has long been our ultimate goal, and we have certainly made serious
progress in this direction over the past several years. However, no one can say now that we have
reached this destination. Such a legal state simply cannot exist without a lawful and just society.
Here, as in no other sphere of our life, the state reflects the level of maturity reached by society.

The Russian concept of legal state adopted many elements of constitutional economics.
Constitutional economics is a field of economics and constitutionalism which describes and analyzes
the specific interrelationships between constitutional issues and functioning of the economy
including budget process. The term “constitutional economics” was used by American economist —
James M. Buchanan — as a name for a new academic sub-discipline that in 1986 brought him the
Nobel Prize in Economic Sciences for his “development of the contractual and constitutional bases
for the theory of economic and political decision-making.” According to Buchanan the ethic of
constitutionalism is a key for constitutional order and "may be called the idealized Kantian world"
where the individual "who is making the ordering, along with substantially all of his fellows, adopts
the moral law as a general rule for behaviour
